• Categorical: The following individuals are considered categorically eligible for WIC: 
Women 
Pregnant (during pregnancy and up to 6 weeks after the birth of an infant or the end of the pregnancy) 
Postpartum (up to six months after the birth of the infant or the end of the pregnancy) 
Breastfeeding (up to the infant's first birthday) 
Infants (up to the infant's first birthday) 
Children (up to the child's fifth birthday) 

• Residential: Applicants must live in the state in which they apply 

• Income: Applicants must have income at or below an income level or standard set by the state agency or be determined automatically 
income-eligible based on participation in certain programs (including SNAP benefits, Medicaid, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families, etc.) 

• Nutrition Risk: A health professional or WIC staff must determine whether the individual is at nutritional risk.
